Applying the “substantial weight” criteria, Kitsap County’s environmental analysis
provides sufficient information to identify the proposal’'s probable, significant,
environmental impacts. The mitigating measures required by the MDNS, conditions
of preliminary plat approval, and KCC requirements adequately mitigate said
identified impacts to less than substantial impacts.

The County will address many issues raised by appellant at the time of SDAP
application and process. Appellant essentially requests that the applicant address
such issues at the preliminary plat stage to the level necessary to gain either SDAP
or final plat approval. The KCC and RCW define a preliminary plat as “a neat and
approximate drawing of a proposed subdivision”. The applicant has submitted
sufficient information to show that the proposed plat can meet all code requirements
and mitigate all environmental impacts to less than significant.

In the present case, the SEPA process has worked as intended. The RO testified
that he originally considered issuing a Determination of Significance (DS) and
require preparation of an Environmental Impact Statement (EIS). However, the
applicant provided sufficient information and studies on various identified "
environmental impacts that showed it could reduce said impacts to less than
significant. Such allowed the issuance of the MDNS.

Furthermore, the MDNS certainly did not reduce the amount of environmental
review performed on the project. Numerous studies and comments thereon
contained in the 436 exhibits resulted in changes to the project, numerous
conditions of approval, and’humerous SEPA mitigating measures. See James R.
Anderson v. Pierce County, et al, 86 Wn. App 290 (1997). In Anderson, the Court of
Appeals set forth the SEPA appeal standards as follows:

...The SEPA rules provide that if in the course of formulating an
MDNS, the lead agency determines that “a proposal continues to
have a probable significant adverse environmental impact, even
with mitigation measures, an EIS shall be prepared. WAC 197-11-
350(2), touchstone of the SEPA review process, provides
protection from abuse. If an MDNS is issued and an appealing
party proves that the project will still produce significant adverse
environmental impacts, then the MDNS decision must be held to
be “clearly erroneous” and an EIS must be promulgated. 86 Wn.
App 290 @ 304.

The records shows that proposed conditions of preliminary plat approval and the
mitigating measures set forth in the MDNS reduce all significant adverse
environmental impacts for Timber's Edge below the threshold level of significance
such that an EIS is not required. The MDNS process has fully disclosed and
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considered all significant environmental impacts.
The environmental appeal of the lllahee Community Club should be denied.

The proposed preliminary plat of Timber's Edge will serve the public use and
interest by providing an attractive location for a single family residential subdivision
consistent with existing densities in the lllahee area. Assuming compliance with
conditions of approval, the applicant will develop the plat in an environmentally
responsible manner. Therefore, the preliminary plat should be approved subject to
the following conditions:

1. Sewerage is to be provided by Kitsap County.

2. Water is to be provided:by the North Perry Avenue Water District. All
water main extensions must be installed or bonded to 150% prior to
final plat approval.

. A Building Clearance for Sewered Properties is required from the
Health District prior to issuance of each building permit. These will
each require a binding water availability letter, and a letter of sewer
availability.

4. Construction plans and-profiles for all roads, storm drainage facilities and
appurtenances prepared by the developer’s engineer shall be submitted
to Kitsap County for review and acceptance. No construction shall be
started prior to said plan acceptance.

5. Approval of the preliminary plat shall not be construed to mean approval
of the total number of lots or configuration of the lots and tracts. These
parameters may be required to be revised for the final design to meet all
requirements of Kitsap County Code Titles 11 and 12.

6. The information provided demonstrates this proposal is a “Major
Development” as definéd in Kitsap County Code Title 12, and as such
will require a Site Development Activity Permit (SDAP) from
Development Engineering.

7. Stormwater collection and conveyance, quality treatment, and erosion
and sedimentation control shall be designed in accordance with Kitsap
County Code Title 12 or as amended at the time of SDAP application.
The submittal documents shall be prepared by a civil engineer
licensed in the State of Washington. The fees and submittal
requirements shall be in accordance with Kitsap County Ordinances in
effect at the time of SDAP application.
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8. Should the proponent propoée phasing of the project, a phasing plan
shall be submitted to Development Engineering for review and
approval. The phasing plan shall, as a minimum, address the following
items:

a. Time tables indicating the anticipated time between initial site
grubbing/grading-activity and the completion of construction,

including site stabilization of that specific phase.
b. The extent of drainage improvements to be installed during the
various phases.

. Treatment of stormwater runoff will be accomplished with a CONTECH
Stormwater Solutions, Inc. StormFilter using ZPG media, subject to the
Washington Department of Ecology conditions of use outlined in the
General Use Level Designation for basic treatment. The StormFilter
shall be sized to provide treatment of the post-developed peak flow
rate from the 6-month, 24-hour storm event per the KCSDM Section
6.2.

10. Any project that includes off-site improvements that create additional
impervious surface such as lane widening, sidewalk or shoulder
installation or intersection channelization shall provide stormwater
mitigation in accordance with Kitsap County Code Title 12 or as
amended at the time of SDAP application.

11.The project proponent shall be responsible for installing necessary off-
site downstream drainage improvements. Procurement of any permits
or easements necessary to install off-site improvements shall be the
responsibility of the project proponent.

12.The site plan indicates that greater than 1 acre will be disturbed during
construction. This threshold requires a National Pollutant Discharge
Elimination System (NPDES) Stormwater Construction permit from the
State Department of Ecology. More information about this permit can
be found at: S
http://www.ecy.wa.gov/programs/wg/stormwater/construction/ or by
calling Charles Gilman at (360) 407-7451, email chgi461@ecy.wa.gov.
This permit is required prior to issuance of the SDAP.

13. At the time of SDAP submittal, the applicant shall provide
hydrogeologic and geotechnical analyses and reports that address the
potential for maintaining pre-development groundwater recharge rates,
to the extent possible, and consequently the site contribution to lllahee
Creek baseflow. In particular, the reports shall identify lots where slope
stability concerns do not preclude the use of individual lot infiltration or
dispersion systems. %
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14.On-site rooftop runoff infiltration systems shall be used for individual
lots where soil conditions are suitable and with geotechnical
concurrence. A secondary drainage system shall be used on lots
where infiltration is not feasible due to unfavorable soil conditions
and/or geotechnical constraints related to assurance of slope stability.
Prior to final plan acceptance the design engineer shall provide either
a design of the individual infiltration systems or the secondary
system(s) serving each lot. Maintenance of either of these systems will
be the responsibility of the homeowner.

15.Upon completion of the storm drainage and roadway facilities, the
developer will be requifed to post a two-year maintenance bond for the
facilities. The developer will be responsible for providing regular and
adequate maintenance during this two-year period and supportive
maintenance records. At the end of this time, the County will inspect
the storm drainage system and roads, and when the facilities are
acceptable and 80% of the homes have been completed, the County
will take over maintenance and operation of the drainage system and
roads. Wording to this effect must appear on the plat and in the
covenants before final recording. Areas proposed to be maintained by
the County that are not in the right-of-way must be shown as a
separate tract(s) or drainage easement(s) with Kitsap County being
designated as the grantee.

16.Kitsap County will not be responsible for any damage to any private
roads, tracts, and/or easement areas that may occur during routine
maintenance activities and that in Kitsap County’s judgment occur, in
whole or in part, because of any construction materials or techniques,
or any maintenance materials or techniques. This includes, but is not
limited to, damage to pavement or vegetated areas caused by
maintenance trucks. _ ..

17.The impervious area per lot accounted for in the overall drainage
facilities installed shall be indicated on the face of the final plat.
Additional impervious surfaces created on an individual lot beyond the
amount accounted for in the overall drainage facilities shall be
mitigated in accordance with Kitsap County Code Title 12.

18. At Building Permit application, submit Kitsap County Public Works
(KCPW) Form 1601 for issuance of a Concurrency Certificate, as
required by Kitsap County Code Section 20.04.030 Transportation

~Concurrency.

19. The interior roads of the proposed plat shall be designed and constructed
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in accordance with Kitsap County Code 11.22 and the Kitsap County
Road Standards for a local access road or an approved higher standard.
Roads shall be publicly maintained and the right-of-way dedicated to
Kitsap County as proposed.

20. Construction of handicap access facilities within existing or proposed
County right-of-way shall conform to the requirements of the Americans
with Disabilities Act (ADA).

21.All lots shall access from interior roads only. This note shall appear on
the face of the final plat map.

22.The property owners (within the plat) shall be responsible for
maintenance of all landscaping within the existing and proposed right-
of-way including any structures other than roadway, storm drainage
facilities, and traffic signage. Maintenance shall include, but not be
limited to, mowing of lawn areas and maintenance of trees. A note to
this effect shall appear on the face of the final plat map and the
accepted construction plans. In addition, Development Engineering
reserves the right to require that covenants be recorded to address
special maintenance réguirements depending on final design.

23.Submit plans for construction of the road approach between the edge of
existing pavement and the right-of-way line at all intersections with county
rights-of-way. Approaches shall be designed in accordance with the
Kitsap County Road Standards as established in Chapter 11.22 of the
Kitsap County Code. Please denote the design vehicle on the plan set if
different than the Kitsap County design vehicle.

24 Wheelchair ramps shall be provided on both sides of the site approach.
Include on the plan set curb ramp details that meet the requirements of
the Americans with Disabilities Act per WSDOT (Washington State
Department of Transportation) Standard Plan F-40 cement concrete
sidewalk and approach details.

25. Any required sidewalk shall be constructed prior to roadway paving.
This note shall appear on the face of the final construction drawings.

26.The developer's engineer shall certify that there is adequate entering
sight distance at the intérsection of the access road and Fir Drive NE.
Such certification shall note the minimum required sight distance, the
actual sight distance provided, and a sight distance diagram showing
the intersection geometry drawn to scale, topographic and landscaping
features, and the sight triangle. The sight distance shall meet the
requirements of the Kitsap County Road Standards. The certification
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shall also note necessary measures to correct and maintain the
minimum sight triangle.

27.The applicant shall design and construct a northbound right turn drop
lane on Perry Avenue NE at NE Sylvan Way. In the event that there is
insufficient right-of-way, an alternative mitigation of comparable benefit
and cost shall be determined by Kitsap County.

28.Should a County Road Improvement District (CRID) for the
construction of road improvements be formed, which includes this
property within the CRID boundary, the owners of this property shall be
obligated to participate. A covenant shall be recorded before plat
recording indicating participation in the future CRIDs.

29. Any work within the County right-of-way shall require a permit to
perform work on County right-of-way and possibly a maintenance or
performance bond. This application to perform work in the right-of-way
shall be submitted as part of the SDAP process. The need for and
scope of bonding will be determined at that time.

30.The final plat map shall be prepared in compliance with Kitsap County
Code Title 16.16.

31.An additional 10 feet for utility easement shall be provided on each
side of the roadway.

32.Protective Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions (CC&Rs) shall be
established prior to final plat approval to ensure the perpetual
maintenance of storm drainage facilities and common open space.

33.Label Open Space and Stormwater Management Facilities as
separate tracts. Ownership and maintenance shall be addressed on
the face of the plat as well as in the CC&Rs.

34.The portion of Carr Street proposed for vacation must be
accomplished prior to Final Plat recording. The Final Order of Vacation
can be recorded prior to, or concurrently with, the Final Plat.

35. Applicant shall submit a complete set of sewer plan, profiles, and
specifications designed in accordance with KCPW - Wastewater
Division Standards and Regulations.

36. The applicant shall design the sewer system to ensure the sewer
pump station and force main are sufficient to convey the sewage from
the plat site to an existing County sewer pump station over a mile to
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the north.

37.The preliminary layout for the sanitary sewer force main shows the
alignment within a 15-foot sewer easement on lot 312502-3-026-2002

belonging to Robert and Nancy Keller. Before the final plat can be
approved, the applicant will need to provide the Wastewater Division a
recorded 15-foot sewer easement given to Kitsap County Public Works
and centered over the final constructed alignment of the force main.

38. Construction of rock walls or other retaining facilities that exceed four
feet in height shall require a building permit.

39.Rock and retaining walls shall meet all applicable setback
requirements of KCSDM 4.7.5.

40. A Hydraulic Project Approval (HPA) will be required for the outfall at
lllahee Creek. Prior to SDAP approval, the applicant shall submit an
approved HPA from the Washington State Department of Fish and
Wildlife (WDFW).

41.Based on a residential development, fire flow is required in the amount
of 500 gpm at 20 psi for 30 minutes. The Fire Flow System shall meet
all requirements of the Kitsap County Building and Fire Code and shall
be installed and approved by the Kitsap County Fire Marshal’s Office
before combustible materials are delivered to the site.

42. Verification from the water purveyor or engineered calculations to
verify the water system design will meet the required fire flow is
required to be submitted to the Kitsap County Fire Marshal’s Office
before the Building permit or Site Development Activity Permit may be
issued.

43.The uses of the stormwater outfall facility are limited to non-
commercial uses.

44.Design, construction and installation of the stormwater outfall shall be
consistent with the site plan and application as submitted. Any
alterations or modifications to any approval shall require additional
review and approval from Kitsap County and applicable State and
Federal agencies.

45. A final stormwater outfall planting plan shall be required with the SDAP
application submittal. Plant substitutions may be required.

46. Hydraulic Project Approval (HPA) will be required for outfall
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construction at the shoreline. The HPA will be conditioned to minimize
scouring effects on the beach, thus mitigating impacts to intertidal
habitat.

47.A National Pollution Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) permit will
be required for general construction activity at the shoreline.

48.Upon final Shoreline Sibstantial Development Permit issuance, all
construction must commence within two years and be complete within
five years. A one time one-year extension is available but only if
requested on or before ninety days of original permit expiration. No
exceptions are allowed unless provided for by law.

49.A Conversion Forest Practice Application (FPA) will be required with
submittal of the SDAP.

50.All clearing limits shall be located outside of all buffer areas. Clearing
limits shall be accurately reflected on the Site Development Activity
Permit (SDAP).

51.A minimum 25 foot non-clearing native vegetation buffer shall be
maintained adjacent to the top of slope, as depicted on the revised site
plan (Exhibit 265).

52. A minimum 50 foot non-clearing native vegetation buffer shall be
established along the perimeter of the Category IV wetland. The buffer
shall be marked with a gplit rail fence and Kitsap County DCD wetland
signs at minimum 50 foot intervals.

53. Any future trails shall be limited to pedestrian use. A formal trail plan
shall be required and approved by DCD environmental staff prior to
any development, installation and/or construction. Trail width shall not
exceed five feet unless there is a demonstrated need, subject to
review and approval by the department. Trails shall be constructed
with pervious materials unless otherwise approved by DCD
environmental staff.

54.The trail and bench locations shall be staked out and evaluated and
approved by DCD environmental staff prior to final design and location.
Trails shall be depicted on the SDAP and Final Plat.

55.The open space tract adjacent to lots 103 to 110 and west of the future

development tract shall be labeled as “non-clearing native vegetation
buffer” on the SDAP and Final Plat. If a trail is proposed within open
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space tracts, tree removal shall be prohibited for the location of the
trail.

56. Trees and/or vegetation within all open space and future development
tracts that are considered hazardous shall be evaluated by DCD staff
and/or a certified arborist; DCD shall grant approval prior to removal of
any vegetation. Replanting of removed vegetation may be required.
This requirement shall be included in the CC&Rs filed with the plat.

57.The open space tracts, and the future development tract until
submission and approval of a future subdivision application, shall
remain in native vegetation with the exception of vegetation removal
approved by Kitsap County DCD for hazard tree management, trail
installation or stormwater management. Clearing limits shall not extend
any more than necessary, and shall be limited to 10 feet from lot lines
except where approved for hazard tree removal.

58. A split rail fence shall be installed along the outer wetland buffer edge
prior to SDAP final inspection approval and sign off. The split rail fence
shall be depicted on the SDAP and Final Plat.

59. Prior to Site Development Activity Permit approval, the applicant shall
‘engage a professional archaeologist to investigate and report to Kitsap
County and the Department of Archaeology and Historic Preservation
(DAHP) upon the location, condition, and extent of the site; impacts
associated with the proposal; and any recommended mitigation
necessary. Note: As archaeological properties are sensitive in nature
and such sites are exempt from public disclosure consistent with RCW
42.56.300(1), existing background information on the subject parcel
shall be requested in writing from DAHP and Kitsap County
Department of Community Development, Geographic Information
Services.

60. Future development tracts shall require a recreational component that is a
minimum area of 4,000 square feet when developed, if at least 10 acres are
created, unless at the time of a complete subdivision application more
restrictive rules are in place. The most restrictive rules shall apply. All
recreational facilities shall be made available on a reciprocal basis to all lots
in both subdivisions.

61.All required permits shall be obtained prior to commencement of land
clearing and/or construction.

62.Clearing limits shall be minimized to the greatest extent feasible within
the Future Development Tract. Limits shall not extend any more than
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necessary from lot boundaries along lots 49 to 57 and lots 103 to 110
on the preliminary plat (Exhibit 265). In any case the clearing limits
shall not extend farther than10 feet from indicated lot boundaries.

63.Lots 42 through 58 and 102 through 110 shall comply with the Urban
Restricted Zone requirements outlined in Kitsap County Code 17.325.
Lots 1 through 41 and 59 through 101 shall comply with the Urban Low

Residential Zone requirements outlined in Kitsap County Code 17.330
and Ordinance 311 (2003).

64. Maximum lot coverage by impervious surface shall not exceed fifty
percent for lots 42 thrggigh 58 and 102 through 110.

65. The building setbacks shall be listed on the face of the plat. The
minimum setbacks shall be as follows:
. Front 20 feet
. Side 5 feet
. Rear 5 feet

66. A minimum of two off-street parking spaces shall be provided on each
lot within the plat.

67.A minimum of 55 guest/wsntor on-street parking spaces shall be
provided within the plat. .

68. Parallel parking spaces shall provide a minimum of six feet between
spaces for maneuvering.

69. The SDAP shall reflect all parking requirements. The SDAP shall show
all lot access points and each on-street parking space shall be
numbered consecutively.

70.The monument sign shéil be located within an easement.

71.Signage shall comply with Kitsap County Code 17.445, in effect at the
time of a complete sign permit application, and be reviewed and
approved by the Department of Community Development prior to
installation. Signage may require a separate permit.

72.Fencing shall be required along the south property line along all
proposed lots (lots 15 t0 49) and along the east side of lots 1 to 4, and
along the north side of lots 4 to 7. The fence shall be a solid board
fence and a minimum of 6 feet in height. The fence shall be instalied
prior to SDAP final inspection approval and sign off.
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73. A final landscaping plan:shall be required with the SDAP application
submittal. The landscape plan shall show the access point for each lot.
The plan shall differentiate between existing vegetation to remain and
new plantings. The plan shall include all proposed and required
fencing. The plan shall include the final design of all recreational
facilities/amenities. Benches shall be provided adjacent to the
playground equipment and lawn area and be detailed on the plan. A
minimum of three benches shall be provided. The manufacturer's
specifications and "cut sheets" for the playground equipment shall be
included with the plan. The equipment shall be approved by the
National Playground Association. The landscape plan shall conform to
the requirements of Kitsap County Code 17.385.

74.Street trees shall be provided along the internal roadway. Street trees
shall be provided at a minimum interval of 15 feet and a maximum of
30 feet. Generally, there shall be one tree per lot.

75.Landscaping shall be installed around the base of the monument sign.

76.Landscaping shall be installed and maintained in conformance with the
requirements of Kitsap County Code 17.385 and the approved
landscaping plan. Maintenance of street trees located within the
roadway shall be the responsibility of all lot owners within the plat
and/or the plat's Home Owners’ Association. Street trees on private
property shall be the responsibility of the lot owner. All proposed and
required landscaping shall be installed and inspected prior to SDAP
final inspection approval and sign off.

77.To ensure survivability of the required landscaping, a bond for a two
year period shall be submitted prior to SDAP final inspection approval
and sign off. The bond shall be 75% of the planting and installation
cost. A preliminary bid for the landscaping and installation cost shall be
provided with the SDAP application submittal.

78.The survivability bond shall be extended for two year periods if any
replanting is required.

79. All recreational facilities/amenities shall be made available to all
residents within the plat:.__

80. All recreational facilities/amenities shall be installed prior to SDAP final
inspection approval and sign off.

81. All recreational facilities/amenities (children’s play structure, horseshoe
pit, picnic area and lawn) shall be maintained in good working order by

the lot owners within the plat and/or the plat's Home Owners’
Association.

82.Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions (CC&Rs) shall include
requirements for perpetual maintenance of street trees, common open
space, and recreational facilities and amenities.

83.Any storage associated with a common area shall be located within a
building and/or appropriate location that has been approved by Kitsap
County Department of Community Development prior to installation
and initial use.

84.Any community garbage pick-up or dumpster shall comply with Kitsap
County Code screening requirements.

85. At a minimum, conditions 43, 44, 51, 52, 53, 55, 56, 57, 59, 60, 61, 63,
64, 65, 66, 67, 71, 76, 79, 81, 83 and 84 shall be included on the face
of the final plat. Condition 76, on the face of the plat, shall read
“Landscaping shall be installed and maintained in conformance with
the requirements of Kitsap County Code 17.385 and the approved
landscaping plan. Maintenance of street trees located within the
roadway shall be the responsibility of all lot owners within the plat
and/or the plat's Home Owners’ Association. Street trees on private
property shall be the responsibility of the lot owner.”

86.If the preliminary plat is approved, the property owner shall submit a
final plat within five years of the preliminary plat approval. The
submission shall meet all the legal requirements and conditions of
approval.

87.Upon Site Development Activity Permit application, the geotechnical consultant
shall review and comment on the proposed sidewalk intrusion into the 50 foot
building setback along Public Road A.

88.The applicant and Development Engineering shall provide appellant with a copy
of the final storm drainage plan which shall include all proposals for infiltration
and direct discharge for review and comment prior to final approval by the
County. The County has sole authority to approve the storm drainage system.
The appellant shall have a three week period in which to provide comments.

89.1In developing the final storm drainage plan, Development Engineering and the

applicant will consider thg expert opinions presented by appellant addressing the
recharge of lllahee Creek. ’
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90. Should the school district not agree to provide bus service to the preliminary plat
by allowing its buses to circulate through the plat, the applicant shall construct a
_ sidewalk in accordance with the requirements of Development Engineering from

~ the internal plat road to Nobles Lane. '

91.The applicant shall provide an emergency vehicle access into the plat from
Lamotte Street/Carr Street and shall upgrade said roads to emergency vehicle
access standards.

DECISION:

The request for preliminary plat approval of Timber's Edge is hereby granted subject to the
conditions contained in the conclusions above.

The environmental appeal of the lllahee Community Club is hereby denigd.
